Instructions to authors

	


1. General Information. Accepted papers will be published in the  Journal of High Temperature Material Processes. Τhey should be deposited to the desk of the conference at Patras.

2. Publication. Publication will be in camera ready format.

3. Manuscript preparation.

Before the referring procedure: submit two copies, each complete with abstract, key words, tables and figures. The text (abstract, key words, body, footnotes, references and figures captions) should be typed. Each page (within the frame) should be completely filled with type and/or drawings. Two sets of high quality micrographs are required whenever applicable for review purposes. Xerox copies are not acceptable. The editor will acknowledge receipt of the manuscript within five (5) working days. Copyright transfer must accompany the manuscript (see sections 13.1 and 13.2 on copyright policy).

After the referring procedure: two copies of the paper has to be sent to editors secretary's office with modifications accordingly with the comments of referee. The figures glued or inserted within their corresponding frames. When the referee says it's OK, the final version must be sent (two sets of high quality) to editors secretary's office. An electronic version either by e-mail or compact disk in Word compatible with Windows 2000 must also be joined. 

4. Title and author information (must be centered). The title (capital letter and bold type) of the article should be short (not greater than 20 words) and should clearly describe the focus of the work. The complete address of the author to whom all inquiries and correspondence are to be sent, must be provided and will be printed. The editor would also appreciate the phone and fax number, and e-mail address of the corresponding author, if possible.

5. Abstract. The abstract is the author's summary of a scientific paper and is included in the review procedure. It should indicate newly-observed facts, conclusions, and the essential part of any new theory , treatment, apparatus, technique, etc. It should be concise and informative and should not exceed 200 words.

6. Key words. Five (5) key words to be listed below the abstract.

7. Symbol list. If the authors deem it necessary, a list of symbols can be provided, in alphabetical order, with small letters followed by the capital letters. Greek symbols should be placed in alphabetical order at the end of the list. The unit of each symbol should be given in the International System of Units (SI).

8. Body of the text.

   8.1. The text must be typed in a single column.

   8.2. Typing instructions. The text (abstract, text, footnotes, references, figure captions) should be typed with 1.5 spacing using font times 12 on one side only of A4 paper 21 x 29.7 cm2 (European format) on good quality white bond paper. The text should be typed with a margin of 3,5 cm from the top and 2.5 cm from the bottom and from the right and left sides on the page. Each page should be completely filled with typing and or drawing. Pages must be numbered and dated with a pencil at the back of the sheet.

   8.3. Equations. Equations should be typed neatly in position with appropriate space above and below to distinguish them from the text. Equations should be typed preferably with the WORD's editor equations. Complex chemical structures and chemical equations must be drawn in black ink and pasted into place. Do not use blue ink, as it will not photograph. Subscripts and superscripts should be clearly typed as such, and not align with the rest of the text. The manuscript should be reviewed carefully to ensure there is not ambiguity in presentation. No punctuation should appear at the end of equations. Align equal signs when equations stack with no intervening words. Greek letters and other symbols should be typed whenever possible or neatly drawn in black ink. Drawn lettering must have a professional appearance. Rub-on type may also used. All data should be reported in SI units. Decimals should always be represented by periods rather than commas or centered dots.

   8.4. Figures. Figures must be included within the text and must be framed (camera copy printing), their caption must be placed directly below and outside the frame figure. Of course, in the submitted manuscripts the figures should be included and/or must be glued in the manuscripts. For photographic material, one mounted set of glossy prints with captions should be furnished for the printer's use. These should be protected by cardboard to avoid creases and markings. Staples, tape or clips should not be used. No color printing is possible at the moment. Upon request, original drawings and photographic material will be returned o the author after publication. No figure should overrun the typing area. Figures should be centered on the width of the main text frame, either at the tope or bottom on the frame, and as close as possible after their first mention in the text. Illustrations should be pasted in with rubber cement, not Scotch tape. Appropriate space should be left above and below the figure legend to ensure differentiation between the legend and the text.

   In the final version the figures can be included in their frames.

   8.5. Tables. Authors should use discretion to ensure that a single table does not overlap onto the next pages. Tables should occupy only as much space as is required. Any material that cannot be typed, such as symbols and formulae, should be drawn carefully in black ink.

9. References. Reference citations must provide: (a) the relevance of the article to the present work to be established, and (b) the accessibility of such articles. Include as much information as possible (as detailed in the model) so that the Editorial Office can make appropriate formatting and style adjustments. The following general rules are mandatory for all manuscripts:

    Use the abbreviation "Anon." for an anonymous author(s).

 Article titles are to be included.

 The text language must be indicated if it is not in English. State the language of the paper in parentheses after the title; i.e., "(in German)" or "(in English and German)".

 If there are more than six authors, then the abbreviation "et al." must be used after the sixth author. For six authors or less put "and" before the last name.

10. Symbols. On the printer's copy, symbols should be clearly identified i.e. "O" and zero should be differentiated by a marginal note to avoid ambiguity.

11. Incorrect format. Those papers which are not be presented in the requested format will be automatically sent back to the author(s) and thus their publication will be delayed.

12. Language. The language of the review is either American or English, and authors must be careful to write an understandable test. The editors have no facilities for translating or making editorial revisions to foreign contributions. Authors in non-English-speaking countries are requested to find persons who are fully conversant and competent in English writing and also familiar with the scientific language to edit manuscripts before they are submitted to the editors for publication. As there is not copyediting state for camera-ready manuscripts, it is the author's responsibility to ensure that the presentation of the paper reaches the same high level as that of the work it describes. Those papers whose language is unclear will be sent back to the authors for improvement.

13. Manuscript submissions. Each manuscript must be accompanied by a statement that it has not been published elsewhere, and that it has not been simultaneously submitted for publication elsewhere. All accepted manuscripts, artwork, and photographs become the property of the publisher.

13.1. Permissions. The use of tables, drawings, diagrams, photographs, 50 words or more of text, more than one line of a poem, or any other material from another source requires written permission from the copyright holder to republish. The total number of words from any one source is cumulative throughout a manuscript. When an author plans to revise or adapt an illustration for his/her own use, it is recommend that they obtain permission from the respective author of this illustration. Most US government publications are not copyrighted and thus considered in the public domain. However, it is also recommended to obtain permission to reproduce material from them as these publications often contain previously copyrighted material. It is the responsibility of the author to obtain written permission from whomever holds the copyright, usually a permission should be solicited as soon as the manuscript has been written, as the process is often quite slow. Once permission has been obtained, the correct credit (often the copyright holder stipulates the working) must be included in a footnote or within the text, in a source note to a table, or in a credit line within a figure legend. In a book with extensive quotations from previously copyrighted works, it is sometimes desirable to include all credit lines on an expanded "Acknowledgements" page. Original permission letters must be forwarded to the publisher with the final manuscript. Production cannot proceed without them.

13.2. Transfer copyright for multi-authored works. The 1978 U.S. Copyright Law requests statutory copyright for each individual article with at least the principal author of the article, or with employers in the case of a "work made for hire". As the result, the publisher must ask contributors – excluding the contracted editor(s) – for copyright on each article, which must be formally assigned in writing. Articles cannot be accepted for publication without a signed Transfer of Copyright Agreement at least of the principal author. All original signed forms must be submitted by the editor(s) to the publisher with the final manuscript.
